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Deciduous Trees

Deciduous trees lose their leaves every year.

The leaves on deciduous trees change colour and fall off
every autumn.

They usually have no leaves on their branches in the winter.

Some examples of deciduous trees are:
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Evergreen Tree

Evergreen trees have green leaves all year round. Their leaves do not
fall off or change colour in the autumn. Evergreen trees instead lose
leaves gradually and not all at once.
