	Preston is in the North West of England in the county of Lancashire.
The River Ribble is 121 km in length, and flows through Settle, Clitheroe, Ribchester and Preston.

Preston was a trading port by the 12th century where small ships brought flax and timber and left with lead, millstones and textiles.

The changing course and depth of the river made it difficult for ships to make their way up river.

Preston Corporation decided to purchase the Ribble Navigation Company (for £72,500, equivalent to £9,000,000 today), to extend the training walls to 10 miles and to construct a dock.

In 1884 work began to divert part of the river and build the dock.

The port traded in lots of different things such as: petrol and oil, bananas and citrus fruit from the West Indies, wood pulp to make paper, timber, clay, textiles and cement.
The dock never proved to be as successful as they wanted it to be and closed in 1981
The dock has been redeveloped since 1981 and now has shops, pubs, cafes and a steam railway museum.
